· 1 editorial from your historical figure (an editorial is a newspaper article written by an editor that gives an opinion on an issue)
· 1 letter to the editor from someone that would have opposed your historical figures reforms
· 1 image of your historical figure
· 1 political cartoon with a short caption explaining how its related to your historical figure

You may only use resources found on the limitless libraries databases. I will allow you to go outside of the databases to search for political cartoons only if you clear it with me first
